As the library is more fully staffed, we have 

increased our children and teen programs.

      students the first day of class.

 J.  “Movies at Noon” every Saturday.       

 K.  New public hours: Tuesday-Friday 11:00-7:00 pm., Saturday 10:00-2:00 pm.  We      

       have received positive feedback regarding the new hours. 



 L.  USU classes not at the library during the Summer term ,but will return in the fall.   

       They have asked for three conference rooms.      

 M.  DaVinci Academy pilot program was very successful, but will not be returning due to 

       their funding changes.         

 N.  The library anniversary celebration, Saturday, April 28th, was a great success.          

       Presentations included Carol Laforge’s Reader’s Theater presentation, The Pioneer    

       Valley Chamber Ensemble concert, and a Friends of the Grantville City Library book  

       sale.  The book sale generated $166.       

 O.  Our people counter is installed and working. The average patron visits include March    

       (partial month) 158, April 183, and May 126.      

 P.  The leaking window sills in the breakroom and the south-side picture windows have  

       been caulked.  The repairs seem to have solved the problems.    

 Q.  Jenni Trimble, has been presenting her “Let’s Play Music” Storytime programs.     

       There is great interaction with the children.  Scott commented, “that’s the kind of  

       people we want.”          

 R.  The home delivery service has been used by the patrons.  We make DVD and book  

       deliveries to those who have trouble accessing the library due to transportation issues. 

 S.  We are going to develop a music CD collection.
