MINUTES OF THE SPECIAL MEETING OF THE GRANTSVILLE CITY
COUNCIL HELD TUESDAY, DECEMBER 17, 2002.

TOOELE VALLEY REGIONAL PLAN PRESENTATION: Robin Cohen from
SWCA introduced Bill Wright and Jerrod Wicker representatives from the Envision Utah
Team. The presentation included the overall plan that connects Stansbury/Lakepoint
area, Tooele, Erda, Stockton and Grantsville to common open space that can be preserved
to provide interconnecting trails between each city as well as provide continuous open
space for access to the recreation areas in the foothills and mountains. The main
strategies that are provided in this plan are to help each community maintain their own
identity. It was a big concern in many of the meetings that each city wanted a barrier
between their city and their neighboring city. One of the ways to accomplish this is to
provide for increased lot sizes on the border of each city. Another way is for two cities to
agree together that the perpetual open space will be provided by each city along their
border.

Mr. Wright explained that each of cities that they studied was found to be over zoned.
This means that the zoning will accommodate more housing units than the population
demands. The city leaders need to revisit their zoning plan and adjust the zoning density
to more closely match the city’s housing demands. Yes, this does mean down zoning
property. Grantsville City is in the best position of all of the cities’ in the county to be
able to really plan your growth. You have made mistakes that are still fixable. You want
to keep your city from sprawling out.

Justin asked Mr. Wright, who is the responsible entity to keep this Tooele Valley Plan
alive? Justin stated that each city’s Mayor and City Council are leaving office ever four
years and over a short amount of time, this plan would be forgotten. Recorder Palmer
suggested that the Tooele County Council of Governments would be an appropriate entity
to review zone changes and annexations and make recommendations back to the entity as
to its effect on the Tooele Valley Plan. The recommendation would not dictate the city’s
ability to change zones or not it is just a way to make sure the plan if adopted is
considered and if it needs to be changed.

The plan points commercial development zone on SR 36 in Lakepoint. This area is so
close to the 1-80 that the transportation needs would be ideal. Mayor and Council felt
that SR138 west of Grantsville is also appropriate.

Some of the water issues will need to be dealt with after Tooele County and USGS
complete their study of the County.

Mayor thanked the presenters for their input and encouraged the Council and Planning
Commission to review the plan and we will work on the details at our meetings.

APPROVAL OF BILLS: Justin made the motion to approve the bills. Craig seconded
the motion. All voted in favor, motion carried.

ADJOURN: Kevin made the motion to adjourn this City Council meeting at 8:20 p.m.
Paul seconded the motion, all voted in favor. Motion carried.
