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MINUTES OF THE REGULAR MEETING OF THE GRANTSVILLE CITY COUNCIL,
HELD ON SEPTEMBER 1, 2010 AT THE GRANTSVILLE CITY HALL, 429 EAST
MAIN STREET, GRANTSVILLE, UTAH. THE MEETING BEGAN AT 7:00 P.M.

PUBLIC HEARINGS:

a. Minor Subdivision at approximately 286 East Durfee Street, to divide one parcel
into two lots (Fred and Janiece Snively Application).

Mayor Marshall opened the public hearing at 7:00 p.m. to receive comments on the
proposed minor subdivision. No comments were offered and the Mayor closed the public
hearing at 7:01 p.m.

b. Minor Subdivision at approximately 465 OId Lincoln Highway, to divide one parcel
into four lots (Jerry and Sheila Hurst Application).

Mayor Marshall opened the public hearing at 7:01 p.m. to receive comments on the
proposed minor subdivision. No comments were offered and the Mayor closed the public
hearing at 7:02 p.m.

c. Amendment to Chapter 14 (Agriculture A-10 Zone) Use Regulation Table 14.1, to
add “Agricultural Industry” as a new conditional use.

Mayor Marshall opened the public hearing at 7:02 p.m. to receive comments on the
proposed amendment to Chapter 14. No comments were offered and the Mayor closed
the public hearing at 7:03 p.m.

d. Amendment to Chapter 16 (Commercial and Industrial Districts) to add a new
zoning district MG-EX (Mining, Quarry, Sand and Gravel Excavation) and also to
add related conditional and permitted uses to Table 16.1 Use Regulations.

Mayor Marshall opened the public hearing at 7:03 p.m. to receive comments on the

proposed amendment to Chapter 16. No comments were offered and the Mayor closed
the public hearing at 7:04 p.m.
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e. Amendment to Chapter 16 (Commercial and Industrial Districts) Use Regulation
Table 16.1 to add “Railcar Fabrication, Repair and Cleaning” as a new conditional
use in the MG (General Manufacturing) District.

Mayor Marshall opened the public hearing at 7:04 p.m. to receive comments on the
proposed amendment to Chapter 16. No comments were offered and the Mayor closed
the public hearing at 7:05 p.m.

Motion: Councilman Johnson made a motion to approve the summary action items.
Councilman Colson seconded the motion. All voted in favor and the motion carried.

2. Consideration of Ordinance No. 2010-18, amending section 16-9 of the
Grantsville City Code by prohibiting the use of certain high powered weapons
during hunting seasons.

Mayor Marshall stated the ordinance was requested by the police department. He
stated the ordinance prohibits high powered rifles and pistols from being used for
hunting within the City limits. He stated the current ordinance allows the use of any
weapon during hunting seasons within the City. Councilman Johnson asked if the
ordinance will limit farmers use of weapons to control predators. Mayor Marshall
stated no. Councilman Castagno stated he has some reservation about passing this
ordinance. He expressed concern about imposing more restrictions on residents.
Councilman Tripp stated that there are already State imposed regulations on how
close you can shoot from a residence, barn or livestock. Councilman Castagno asked
if there has been a major problem with rifles. Mayor Marshall stated on the north
side of the City around the Hale Street area there has been some concerns raised.
Councilman Colson stated that majority of the cities do not allow any type of
firearms to be used for hunting within city limits. Mayor Marshall stated it is a safety
issue. Councilman Tripp stated that it has become a tradition for some to be able to
hunt within City limits. He stated there should be ample time for notification.
Attorney Elton stated that a first offense could be a warning. Councilman Tripp
stated there needs to be a phasing in period to implement the ordinance. Mayor
Marshall agreed to direct the police department to issue warning citations and have a
phase in period for enforcement of the ordinance. Councilman Johnson stated that
the ordinance may need to be amended if an annexation takes place because of the
open nature of the areas that could be annexed. Councilman Castagno stated there is
a push to keep the community rural and slowly that is getting taken away.
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Councilman Johnson stated that the hope would be that people would use
commonsense, but he does worry about the safety of allowing high powered
weapons within the City limits. Councilman Vera stated that he also feels it is a
safety concern.

Motion: Councilman Colson made a motion to approve Ordinance No. 2010-18, an
ordinance amending Section 16-9 of the Grantsville City Code by prohibiting the use
of certain high powered weapons during hunting seasons. Councilman Vera
seconded the motion. Council Members Vera, Colson, Johnson and Tripp voted in
favor of the motion. Councilman Castagno voted against the motion. The motion
carried.

Consideration of Resolution No. 2010-11, approving mutual aid agreement with
Tooele Army Depot.

Mayor Marshall stated the resolution is to update the current mutual aid agreement.
Attorney Elton stated that it is nearly identical to the one on file, but each new
Commander of the Depot likes to renew the agreement.

Motion: Councilman Tripp made a motion to approve Resolution No. 2010-11, a
resolution approving an agreement with the Secretary of the Army to provide mutual
aid to combat fires and assist in times of disaster. Councilman Vera seconded the
motion. All voted in favor and the motion carried.

Mayor and City Council Reports.

Mayor Marshall stated he attended and spoke at the VVolunteers of America
conference. He stated that he had met with Staker Paving and signed the contract for
the street rebuild and repair project. He stated that the City Attorney had reviewed
and approved the contract documents. He stated that a meeting was held with the
water attorney Chris Bramhall regarding the Deseret Peak Agreement. Mr. Bramhall
has been asked to draft the agreement to provide water and sewer services for that
District. He stated they also went over the water ordinance for Grantsville City and
the Irrigation Company regarding the secondary water issue. He stated the City
Attorney is finishing the ordinance and it will be on the next City Council agenda.
He stated that he had met with Bryan Miller regarding the Miller Motorsports Park
and annexation and utility issues. He stated he had another meeting scheduled which
will be with Greg Miller and his mother sometime this month. He stated that the
office trailers that had been used by the City Attorney and Finance Director had been
returned and were no longer being used or paid for. He stated that sod has been
installed at the Old Lincoln Park. The Mayor reported that Eagle Scout candidate,
Allen Clark, will be planting trees at this park. He stated that an issue was raised
about the crossing flags not being able to be seen during dusk or at night. He stated
new flags with reflective strips have been ordered. He stated computers will be
picked up from the Census Bureau for the community. He stated they have promised
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at least 200 computers. He stated that the Building Official is working on getting
information regarding bonding for a new library.

Councilman Colson stated that he is disappointed in staff’s decision regarding the
erection of a garage on a vacant lot. He stated that issues have been raised regarding
the building of an accessory building without a primary use having been established.
He stated that ordinances are in place and need to be followed.

Councilman Vera asked for a time that the volunteers for the Fourth of July be
recognized. He stated he would like the Mayor and Council to consider conducting
the Pledge of Allegiance at the beginning of each City Council meeting. He stated he
feels that is the least that can be done for those that have fought and died for the
freedoms of America. Attorney Elton stated the Mayor can direct that to be placed
on the agendas. Councilman Vera stated he is very pleased with the street projects.

Councilman Tripp stated that the Ranch Road Subdivision has a retention basin that
is a weed bed and a grasshopper haven. Mayor Marshall stated he will check the
ownership of the retention basin and work on getting a solution. Councilman Tripp
expressed the importance of the City to record subdivision commitments and that the
City keep better track of the requirements for developers to complete and maintain
their subdivision improvements. Councilman Tripp also inquired about the signs for
the Court. Mayor Marshall stated the Judge is working on ordering an easel for his
signs.

Levi Vera was present. He stated that as a teenager he has done a lot of job hunting
in Grantsville but there just aren’t many jobs for teenagers. He was wondering if
there were any jobs being provided by the City. Mayor Marshall stated that with the
economy the City has not been hiring summer help. He stated that he and the council
are working to locate more businesses within the City which could help, but it is a
long term project.

Adjourn.

Motion: Councilman Colson made a motion to adjourn. Councilman Vera seconded
the motion. All voted in favor and the meeting officially adjourned at 7:50 p.m.
