We have the following concerns about having a commercially zoned property for the purpose of an auto
repair shop:

Ken Grant does not own this property. Does he have written permission to request this rezone?
The building housed on the property that Mr. Grant is asking to have rezoned is approximately
75 feet from our home and we share a property line.

I have worked in the auto repair industry for over 20 years and in my experience auto shops
typically have hazardous fluids in bulk quantities on site. For example, the shop | currently work
in has four 150 gallon oil containers and a 300 gallon waste oil container. Waste tires and batteries
are also considered hazardous. | don’t believe that having these hazardous materials near my
property, home, and family is safe.

We have additional pollution concerns such as the noise. As of now, there is work going on in the
building, we hear loud music on top of shop noise and a commercial size air compressor cycle on
and off. This compressor sits approximately 65-70 feet from our home. The noise created by this
air compressor can be heard inside our home and is very disruptive.

Mr. Grant has failed to show the ability to keep the area clean. Junk cars and other debris is
scattered both in front of as well as behind the building. ,
Lighting, traffic, cars in disrepair, noise, and the overall element of an auto shop does not belong
in a residential neighborhood.

In conclusion, while we realize that Main Street is a main thoroughfare of Grantsville City, it is also our
home.
