Mayor Marshall invited Officer Lopez to lead the Pledge of Allegiance.

Judge Elton administered the Oath of Office to Officer Joseph Lopez.   
 

2. Public Hearings: 
a. Proposed Series 2018, Sewer Revenue Bonds. 

 
No comments were offered and the hearing was closed. 
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b. Proposed Series 2018, Water Revenue Bonds. 

 
No comments were offered and the hearing was closed. 
 

c. Proposed water rate increase. 
 
Charles Sipes stated he was here to speak against increasing the rates.  He 
reported that he took time to compare our rates with other cities and considered 
our rates to be crazy.  He felt the basic service fee is too high.  Councilman Tripp 
asked Mr. Sipes to share his research.  Mr. Sipes provided a copy to Mrs. Webb. 
 
Martha Kerr expressed gratitude that we have water.  She is on a fixed income.  
She expressed her concerns about the lack of irrigation water.  She asked about 
the rates for churches, schools, and businesses and how they compare with 
residences.   
 
Shane Ekins was against the water rate increase.  There are seven living in their 
household and they went over in July.  He commented on the irrigation water in 
South Willow Estates.   
 
Steve Merrill spoke against increasing the rates.  He felt the rates should have 
been watched and increased over time.  Mr. Merrill stated that he did not receive a 
letter with the increase information.  He commented that he is not against fixing 
what we have going on.  He suggested that the Council not approve zoning 
changes and new developments.  
 
Elise Mondragon asked if there is a way to increase the impact fees to cover and 
absorb the increase in growth.  Mayor Marshall stated we have raised the impact 
fees. 
 
Rob Nance commented on Mayor Marshall attending the South Willow HOA 
meeting.  He commented that when he moved in, he wished to desert-scape his 
yard, but they would not let him.  He plans on removing his front yard this fall. 
 
No further comments were offered and the public hearing was closed. 
 

d. Proposed sewer rate increase. 
 
Charles Sipes was against the sewer rate increase.  He felt the increase was the 
highest in the cities he compared.  He stated that he has not seen the budget.  
Councilman Tripp reported it is on the Grantsville website.   
 
No further comments were offered and the public hearing was closed. 
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3. Public Comments. 
 
No comments were offered.    
 

4. Summary Action Items. 
a. Approval of Minutes from the August 1, 2018 City Council Work Meeting and 

the August 1, 2018 City Council Regular Meeting. 
b. Approval of Bills in the amount of $140,240.00. 

 
Councilwoman Sparks commented the minutes were long and told Recorder Webb that 
she did a good job on them.  
 
Motion:  Councilman Tripp made a motion to accept the summary action items.  
Councilwoman Sparks seconded the motion.  The vote was as follows: Councilman 
Critchlow, “Aye”, Councilwoman Allen, “Aye”, Councilman Tripp, “Aye”, Councilman 
Stice, “Aye”, and Councilwoman Sparks, “Aye”.  The motion carried. 
 

5. Consideration of adopting a proclamation declaring the year of 2018 as “Great Salt 
Lake Council 100th Scouting Anniversary Year”. 

Councilman Stice pointed out a typographical error on the proclamation.  Mayor 
Marshall congratulated the Scouting Program.  He said it was quite a milestone to operate 
for 100 years and continue.   
 
Motion:  Councilman Stice made a motion to adopt a proclamation declaring 2018 as 
“Great Salt Lake Council 100th Scouting Anniversary Year”.  Councilwoman Allen 
seconded the motion.  The vote was as follows: Councilman Critchlow, “Aye”, 
Councilwoman Allen, “Aye”, Councilman Tripp, “Aye”, Councilman Stice, “Aye”, and 
Councilwoman Sparks, “Aye”.  The motion carried. 
 
Mayor Marshall presented a copy of the proclamation to the District Commissioner, 
Roger Ekins. 
 

6. Consideration of Resolution 2018-20 amending the water rates. 
 
Mayor Marshall explained the Council has worked on the water rates for over three years.  
He stated they were concerned about causing a financial burden on water users.  He said 
the money is for our Main Street Project and showed a piece of the water line that was 
repaired near Casa del Rey.  He added that UDOT is going to do road repair on Main 
Street in 2019.  Once it has been repaired, there will be a moratorium put on Main Street 
prohibiting any cuts or digging for three (3) years.  Mayor Marshall explained this is a 
problem we have faced for a long time.  The water line is an old cast iron line put in 
during the CCC days about seventy to ninety (70 – 90) years ago.  Because the water line 
is in desperate need of repairs and upgrades, we would like to do them prior to UDOT 
beginning the Main Street repairs. 
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Finance Director, Sherrie Broadbent, presented information on the water and sewer rates.  
She explained there are a few reasons that we need to raise rates.   One is water 
conservation.  Utah Code §73-10-32.5 requires a tiered system.  It was passed in 2016 
and we have been working on rates since then.  Mrs. Broadbent reported we have had our 
engineers, the Department of Water Resources, our auditor, and others analyze our rates 
and determine what they should be.  She added that we have not had any inflation 
increases to keep up with rising costs.  She pointed out that $15.00 in January 1996 has 
the same buying power as $24.48 in June 2018.  Inflation slowly decreases our 
purchasing power; everything is costing us more than it did in 1996. 
 
Mrs. Broadbent addressed why our base rate is higher than other cities.  She explained 
that Grantsville has less residents so when we build a well, the cost is spread over fewer 
people.  She presented the Culinary Water Capital Facility Projects, which is updated and 
reviewed regularly.  The list showed the cost estimate for projects and the proportionate 
share cost associated with new development (the amount we can use from impact fees). 
 
The recommended base water rates were based on customer type.  They are:   

• Residential $20.40 
• Multi Units $20.40 
• Trailers $20.40 
• Commercial $32.89 
• Churches $57.83 
• Schools $94.21 

 
The usage tiers are based on a usage fee per 1,000 gallons.  The first 10,000 gallons are 
$0.50 per 1,000 gallons.  From 10,001 – 30,000 gallons will be $1.00 per 1,000 gallons, 
30,001 – 50,000 gallons will be $1.50 per 1,000 gallons, and over 50,000 gallons will 
cost $2.00 per 1,000 gallons. 
 
Mrs. Broadbent explained the sewer rate analysis.  The sewer rates were last changed in 
2014 and we are having the same needs (maintenance, repairs, and future projects).  She 
presented the Wastewater Capital Improvement Projects.  This is very similar to the 
Water Capital Facility Projects and is updated and reviewed regularly.   
 
The recommended sewer rates were $28.00 per month for a residential user.  For 
commercial users the recommended sewer rate was a commercial base fee of $25.00 per 
month with a usage fee of $1.75 per thousand gallons. 
 
Mrs. Broadbent reported the interest rates for the water and sewer projects.  The interest 
rate on the Main Street Sewer Project is 1.75% for thirty years and the interest rate for the 
Water Project is 1.5% for twenty years.  She declared that we will not get better interest 
rates than these; they are less than the rate of inflation. 
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Councilman Stice asked Sherrie Broadbent if she compared our proposed rates with other 
communities.  She had done research and shared the information she had.  She explained 
some of the rates could be misleading because their units are for 750 gallons rather than 
1,000.  Councilman Tripp stated he ran a quick search after the comments from the public 
hearing.  He looked at Tremonton’s rates because they are approximately the same size as 
Grantsville.  Our proposed base rate is $20.40 and Tremonton’s is $8.00, however, their 
tiered rate is much higher.  He took a residence with 250,000 gallons in a year and 
calculated that it would cost $469 per year in Tremonton for that amount and in 
Grantsville that would equate to $490 which is about a $20 per year difference.  
Councilman Tripp commented that Tremonton has easier access to water than we do 
here.  He pointed out their low tier is $1.25 and our low tier is proposed at $0.50.  He 
stated the city has been subsidizing water in the General Fund of Grantsville.  Now we 
are avoiding a general tax increase to pay for water by making the people using more 
pick up the slack.  He added that it is an increase but it is putting the water costs back on 
the water user rather than the general public that may not be using as much.  Mrs. 
Broadbent shared several examples of water rates across the state. 
 
Mayor Marshall asked Alex Buxton from Zions Public Finance to address the bonds.  Mr. 
Buxton reminded the Council that the last time he was here was in April when the 
Council adopted a parameters resolution for the water and sewer bonds.  He said Sherrie 
did a great job explaining what is going on and providing information.  He stated that 
when the City decided to pursue these projects, their top priority was to limit rate 
increases and borrow money for the lowest cost possible.   
 
Mr. Buxton reported Mayor Marshall and Sherrie Broadbent submitted a lengthy 
application and presented the project to the Water Quality Board.  In so doing, they were 
able to get a $4.88 million loan at 1.75% interest for a term of thirty years.  Mr. Buxton 
felt that if the city were to get a loan in the municipal market, they would be looking at an 
interest rate in the range of 4 - 5%.  He reported the City then went to the Board of Water 
Resources for funding for the water project and received a deal from them.  The terms 
were not what we wanted them to be; the interest rate was higher and the maturity was 
higher.  Instead of accepting that rate, which is what a lot of cities would do because that 
is what the state offered, they decided to go to a third agency, the Drinking Water Board.  
They went through the process of submitting the application and presenting the project.  
This time they secured a twenty year loan for $3.5 million at 1.5% rate.  Mr. Buxton 
expressed that he wanted everyone to understand what an incredibly low interest rate the 
city was able to secure for both of these projects.  Interest rates are trending upwards, 
luckily the city has locked into the low interest rates.  Mr. Buxton added that part of 
receiving the subsidized loan required the City to put funds into the project.  Grantsville 
had been saving and was able to contribute $3 million of our own money, which helped 
get the award of the rates.  He reported that the bond documents make you covenant to 
keep your rates at a certain level in order to pay off the subsidized loan. 
 
Mr. Buxton explained the public hearings were part of the bonding process and the bonds 
will be ready to close later this year. 
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Mayor Marshall thanked Mr. Buxton for coming.   
 
Councilman Stice stated the Council does not take raising rates lightly.  They have 
determined the rates must be increased.  He explained impact fees can only be used on 
new improvements, but once they are in, they are no longer new.  We have to have 
money to maintain them.   
 
Mayor Marshall reported part of the water project is the drilling of the North Well.  He 
supplied the reasons that the well needs to be replaced.   
 
Motion:  Councilman Stice made a motion to approve Resolution 2018-20 amending the 
water rates.  Councilman Tripp seconded the motion. 
 
Councilwoman Sparks felt the increase in rates was a tough decision the Council had to 
make.  She explained the Council Members will be paying the same rates as everyone 
else.  She added that rates should have been increased to keep up with maintenance over 
the years.  She commented they have had examples brought to them of other cities and 
counties that rates had never been increased and their entire water systems failed.  It cost 
more than 30% to get their water systems back in service.  Councilwoman Sparks pointed 
out that if the system on Main Street fails, we are all in trouble and we know what terrible 
shape it is in.  She said she has heartache and it is hard to do, but we have looked at it 
from every angle.   
 
Councilman Critchlow said he brought up his concern about the churches, especially the 
Baptist Church.  He felt they should be able to go back and review some of these 
numbers.  He stated that for the users that go over 50,000 gallons, the usage rates ought to 
be considerable, in his opinion. 
 
Councilwoman Allen asked what sources the city was able to come up with for the $3.5 
million.  Mayor Marshall and Finance Director Broadbent answered some was saved, 
some came from impact fees, and some was from utility payments.  Councilwoman Allen 
stated the Council does hear the concerns of the citizens and those brought up tonight.  
She felt it would be nice to provide information in a way that citizens can understand; 
something simple.  She reported when her in-laws moved here, they were happy with the 
water rates which were considerably lower than anywhere they have lived before.   
 
Councilman Tripp suggested reviewing the base rate and see if there is a need to adjust it 
at some time.  He stated the information the Council received is available online so 
anyone can review it.   
 
Councilman Stice pointed out the 2% increase is a place holder and will be evaluated 
each year and determined if it is necessary or if it can be adjusted.  Mayor Marshall 
announced the sewer rate increase will take effect September 1, 2018 and the water rate 
will take effect January 1, 2019.  Finance Director Broadbent explained they wanted to 
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give residents time to adjust their yards if they need to.  She said we did not want to hit 
them with both at one time; we know it is a burden and want to decrease it as much as 
possible.     
  
Motion:  Councilman Stice made a motion to approve Resolution 2018-20 amending the 
water rates.  Councilman Tripp seconded the motion.  The vote was as follows: 
Councilman Critchlow, “Aye”, Councilwoman Allen, “Aye”, Councilman Tripp, “Aye”, 
Councilman Stice, “Aye”, and Councilwoman Sparks, “Aye”.  The motion carried. 
 

7. Consideration of Resolution 2018-21 amending the sewer rates. 
 
Motion:  Councilwoman Allen made a motion to approve Resolution 2018-21 amending 
the sewer rates.  Councilwoman Sparks seconded the motion. 
 
Councilman Stice commented this is the same discussion; we have a bond that we need to 
pay for.  Councilman Critchlow stated he hoped the public understands that they have 
been very conservative, but they have to do certain things to keep our city working 
properly.    
 
Motion:  Councilwoman Allen made a motion to approve Resolution 2018-21 amending 
the sewer rates.  Councilwoman Sparks seconded the motion.  The vote was as follows: 
Councilman Critchlow, “Aye”, Councilwoman Allen, “Aye”, Councilman Tripp, “Aye”, 
Councilman Stice, “Aye”, and Councilwoman Sparks, “Aye”.  The motion carried. 
 

8. Consideration of the donation to the L.A.R.A. (Lost Angels Rodeo Association). 
 
Mayor Marshall reported this was a donation request the Council approved for $500.  
When the donation was approved, it was done so with the assumption that L.A.R.A. had a 
501(c)3 designation; they do not have that designation.  The Council was asked to decide 
whether they wished to go ahead with the donation or not.  Councilwoman Allen asked 
for clarification.  She said it seems like when this has come up in the past, the Council 
decided it was not a requirement but it was recommended.  She felt that asking those 
requesting donations have the 501(c)3, shows we are good stewards of public funding.  
Finance Director Broadbent stated it is not mandatory, it was just something the Council 
decided was a good idea.  Councilman Critchlow commented on the statement that they 
are a domestic non-profit in the State of Utah.   
 
Eric Grange stated when they made the application, they were not aware that being a 
501(c)3 was necessary.  They are aware of the benefits it will afford them, but they are a 
brand new non-profit and rely on regular donations.  Mr. Grange stated they absolutely 
are a domestic non-profit filed with the State of Utah and have given those records to the 
city.  He explained there is a $275 fee just to file a 501(c)3 and they were told it was not 
required because they have less than $5,000 in expenses.  He said they were told they 
would be held as acting as a 501(c)3 but not provided the designation officially.   
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Motion:  Councilman Critchlow made a motion to give the Lost Angels Rodeo 
Association the donation of $500 with the caveat we get a chance to look at their books in 
the future.  Councilwoman Sparks seconded the motion. 
 
Attorney Coombs stated that as a domestic non-profit in the State of Utah, they are 
required to file an annual form with the State verifying their non-profit status.  Included 
on that is information regarding their finance records and it is reviewed by the State and 
the Tax Commission to ensure they are remaining a non-profit.  He reported those 
documents are public as well.  
    
Motion:  Councilman Critchlow made a motion to give the Lost Angels Rodeo 
Association the donation of $500 with the caveat we get a chance to look at their books in 
the future.  Councilwoman Sparks seconded the motion.  The vote was as follows: 
Councilman Critchlow, “Aye”, Councilwoman Allen, “Aye”, Councilman Tripp, “Aye”, 
Councilman Stice, “Aye”, and Councilwoman Sparks, “Aye”.  The motion carried. 

 
9. Consideration of Ordinance 2018-10 rezoning 42.69 acres of land at approximately 

4778 East Hwy 112 for Bill Castagno to go from an A-10 zone to an R-1-21 zone. 
 
Bill Castagno was present.  Mr. Castagno reported he was requesting the zone change so 
they can sell the house.  The house is on a half-acre and is attached to the parcel number.  
He said there is not enough room to increase it to an acre for the house.   
 
Councilwoman Allen commented that this rezone addresses the house.  She asked if this 
was an economic decision to sell the land.  Mr. Castagno answered that it was to be able 
to sell the house.  Councilwoman Allen inquired about his plans for the rest of the 
property.  Mr. Castagno stated the other 30-40 acres is not going to be sold at this time; 
he plans to farm it.  He reported that his siblings have not done anything as far as selling 
it.  Councilwoman Allen replied that it could happen.  She expressed her concerns for 
allowing this change.  Councilman Tripp stated there were other rezones that were tabled 
at the last meeting because we are in the midst of updating the general plan.  
Councilwoman Allen asked if it was possible to allow the house portion to be re-zoned 
but not the entire parcel.  
 
Motion:  Councilwoman Allen made a motion to approve the rezone that is affecting the 
house to go from an A-10 zone to a R-1-21 zone.    
 
Councilwoman Sparks asked Attorney Coombs if that was possible.  He clarified that 
they were not rezoning the entire parcel; just the house.  Councilwoman Sparks preferred 
this come to the Council from the Planning Commission.  Attorney Coombs agreed that it 
would have to go to the Planning Commission for approval of the rezone for the half acre 
around the home, but not the entire parcel of land.  Councilwoman Sparks explained to 
Mr. Castagno what process the city is going through and why they were hesitant to 
approve changes to the zoning.  She added that she was inclined to approve the zone 
change for the half-acre around the house, but not the full parcel.  The Council and 
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Attorney Coombs discussed options and determined that it would have to go back to the 
Planning Commission for their recommendation before it could be approved by the City 
Council for rezoning of the half-acre around the house.   
 
Councilman Critchlow asked Mr. Castagno if the property had been subdivided when Pat 
needed her lot.  Mr. Castagno stated that Pat’s property was on a separate parcel.   
 
Councilwoman Allen withdrew her motion. 
 
The Council Members and Mr. Castagno discussed minor subdivision and major 
subdivision requirements and the effect it could have on this property. 
 
Motion:  Councilwoman Allen made a motion to table this item and send it back to the 
Planning Commission for consideration taking into account the City Council comments 
from this meeting.  Councilman Stice seconded the motion.  The vote was as follows: 
Councilman Critchlow, “Nay”, Councilwoman Allen, “Aye”, Councilman Tripp, “Aye”, 
Councilman Stice, “Aye”, and Councilwoman Sparks, “Aye”.  The motion carried. 

 
10. Consideration of sponsoring a concert by Ray Smith and the Timpanogos Big Band 

at the Cherry Street Park on September 15, 2018. 

Mayor Marshall stated Michael “Bubba” Palmer approached him about the City 
sponsoring this free concert.  The Mayor explained that Mr. Palmer was out of town and 
could not attend.  Excellence in the Community will cover the cost of musicians and all 
technical gear, Grantsville Performing Arts Council (GPAC) will cover the cost of 
hospitality, advertising, and other miscellaneous expenses, and Grantsville City will 
cover the cost of the venue rental and event insurance.   
 
Councilman Stice commented that in the past there have been events at the Clark Farm 
and the City was asked to cover the insurance.  He believed we couldn’t do that because 
they were charging admission.  He inquired if we could with this event because it is free.  
Mayor Marshall said that it is free and it is being held at the City Park.  Attorney Coombs 
asked if Police and Fire services would be required.  Mayor Marshall answered that 
would have to be determined if the Council approved sponsoring the event.  He felt that 
we would probably have a Police presence at the park. 
 
Motion:  Councilman Stice made a motion to sponsor a concert by Ray Smith and the 
Timpanogos Big Band at Cherry Street Park on September 15, 2018 and that we cover 
the insurance with our general liability and city services.  Councilwoman Allen seconded 
the motion.  The vote was as follows: Councilman Critchlow, “Aye”, Councilwoman 
Allen, “Aye”, Councilman Tripp, “Aye”, Councilman Stice, “Aye”, and Councilwoman 
Sparks, “Aye”.  The motion carried. 
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11. Consideration of Ordinance 2018-15 amending Title 6, Chapter 1, Cemeteries, of the 
Grantsville City Code. 
 
Mayor Marshall stated there were a couple of issues.  One of which was the headstones in 
the A1- A2, which is the children/infant/crematory area.  The Mayor explained the 
attorney wrote the ordinance.  Attorney Coombs explained the language that he included 
was found in section 6-1-20.  He removed the sentence from that part of the code and 
included it in the headstone section so that it would be easier to find.  Attorney Coombs 
pointed out that if you go into that section there are raised headstones and headstones that 
are larger than eighteen inches.  He stated that like many things in the cemetery, it has not 
been enforced.  He told the Council they need to decide if we keep it in the code.  If they 
do keep it, then we need to enforce it moving forward.   
 
After some discussion, the Council decided to take out the phrase “no raised monuments” 
and add the following new language:  “shall be no taller than eighteen inches or wider 
than eighteen inches”. 
 
Mayor Marshall provided photos of burial plots that are in violation of our regulations.  
He reported the sextons are most concerned about glass vases, etc. at the cemetery. It is 
dangerous and is strictly prohibited by the current regulations.   
 
The Council Members and Mayor Marshall reviewed the examples of the code violations.  
They determined that there needs to be enforcement.  Information will be put in the 
Mayor’s newsletter that objects placed around the burial plots in violation will have to be 
removed.  Letters will be sent with a timeline.  The sexton will address violations 
immediately and information must be provided when a plot is interned.   
 
Motion:  Councilwoman Allen made a motion to adopt Ordinance 2018-15 amending 
Title 6, Chapter 1, Cemeteries so they are enforced with a sixty day timeline and the 
amended restrictions on the lots in sections A1 and A2.  Councilman Tripp seconded the 
motion.  The vote was as follows: Councilman Critchlow, “Nay”, Councilwoman Allen, 
“Aye”, Councilman Tripp, “Aye”, Councilman Stice, “Aye”, and Councilwoman Sparks, 
“Aye”.  The motion carried. 
 
Councilman Tripp stated there is more cemetery work to be done. 
 

12. Consideration of enforcing Title 7, Chapter 2, use of public sewers required for 
properties within 300 feet of the City sewer line. 
 
Mayor Marshall stated the list has been condensed considerably.  He provided a copy of 
the list to the Council.  He explained there are more that will be able to hook into the 
sewer once the sewer upgrade is completed.     
 
Councilwoman Allen recused herself, because her residence is on the list.

The Council discussed the addresses on the list and the expense to those homeowners 
enforcement will affect.  Attorney Coombs suggested the Council amend the ordinance if 
they decide not to enforce it.    

  
Motion:  Councilman Tripp made a motion to table this item for two meetings then bring 
it back for consideration on September 19th and instructed Attorney Coombs to write a 
letter to inform those affected.  Councilman Stice seconded the motion.  The vote was as 
follows:  Councilman Critchlow, “Aye”, Councilwoman Allen, recused, Councilman 
Tripp, “Aye”, Councilman Stice, “Aye”, and Councilwoman Sparks, “Aye”.  The motion 
carried. 
 

13. Mayor and Council Reports. 
 
Mayor Marshall met with Clint Spindler from the Tooele County Education Association.  
They discussed requests for donations and when they need to be submitted.  He met with 
the Grantsville Soil Conservation District concerning fencing and the issues they’ve had 
at Anderson Ranch with the gates being left open.  The Mayor met with Rocky Mountain 
Power and Whitney Cook about the power lines in the Silver Fox neighborhood.  Mr. 
Cook and the residents of Silver Fox were given some options.  According to Rocky 
Mountain Power, they have not had a problem with the power lines since 2013 when they 
had two outages and replaced the lines.  Mayor Marshall attended the HOA meeting in 
South Willow Estates concerning irrigation water overages and not hooking city water 
into the sprinkling systems.  Public Works Director Larry Bolinder has notified Mayor 
Marshall that he is planning to retire at the end of October.  We are reviewing the job 
description and will post it by the end of the week.  Officer Mitchner has resigned from 
the Police Department.  Mayor Marshall received information from Alta Batterman, the 
Chairman of the Historic Preservation Commission about additional $5,000 available on 
grants.  He asked if the Council would like to pursue the additional funds.  The Council 
felt that was a good idea.  
 
Councilman Critchlow reported that there was a fire in Anderson Ranch.  The Fire 
Department saved the house from burning completely.  He expressed appreciation to the 
responders.  Councilman Critchlow attended the play.  He said they did a really good job 
and the performance was over by 10:00 p.m.  He commented on the number of people 
with talent in our community.  He felt the concert in the park will be great for our 
community.  The movie night was well attended and appreciated.  They plan to start them 
earlier next year. 
 
Councilwoman Allen thanked the council for movie night.  She commented on the 
amount of work that goes into setting them up.  Councilwoman Allen shared good news 
for the library.  They have received a grant for a color laser printer. 
 
The battery on the recorder died at that point.  Recorder Webb asked 
Councilwoman Allen to pause until a new battery could be installed. 
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Councilwoman Allen reported she and Councilwoman Sparks have been meeting with 
the master plan steering group.  Things are progressing well and they hope to have more 
to report after the next meeting.   
 
Councilman Tripp stated he made three suggestions at the last meeting and reviewed 
them.  He said they talked about creating an ordinance on the blowing garbage from 
construction.  He commented that sometimes the builders are recalcitrant.  Councilman 
Tripp felt we should find room in our capital facilities plan for a splash pad.  And he 
suggested that we increase the water requirement for new developments. 
 
Councilman Stice stated he and Councilman Tripp attended the mosquito meeting last 
night.  He reported Tooele Valley has two areas where pools have mosquitoes with West 
Nile Virus.  He said eventually the mosquitoes will move around.  The plan is to spray at 
night in those areas to knock it down.  Councilman Stice stated last Friday, another deer 
was hit in his area.  He asked about the procedure for removing these animals.  Chief 
Enslen answered the Police Department relies on the Division of Wildlife Resources 
(DWR) to remove them.  He replied our animal control officer takes care of the smaller 
animals.  Councilman Stice pointed out the deer was hit after she would have gone home 
for the day.  He asked if our officers saw it, would they call dispatch or DWR directly.  
Chief Enslen answered that he would have called dispatch.  Councilman Stice thanked 
the public for coming and commenting.  He hoped they trust the Council to do the best 
they can.     
 
Councilwoman Sparks was contacted about the hole in Little Reno.  She asked if it will 
be repaired because it is gravel filled right now.  Mayor Marshall answered that it is on 
the list for repairs; we are waiting for Staker to begin the street project.  Councilwoman 
Sparks stated she had been approached about hiring a crossing guard at Grantsville 
Elementary School.  Mayor Marshall explained he has had a discussion with the 
Elementary School and the School District.  It is being looked into and is yet to be 
determined.
