Parade will travel west on
Main Street to Center Street then south on Center Street to Cherry Street then east on Cherry Street to
the City Park.

3. Main Street will shut down at 10:30 a.m. Line-up will begin at City Hall. Staging areas will be at the

Library, City Hall, and run east on Main Street to Matthews Lane. Line-up will start 10:00 a.m. and

Changes in the parade line-up will be at the sole discretion of the parade officials.

Entries with children under the age of 14 must have one (1) adult per five (5) children.
